The Lone Pine Memorial, situated in the Lone Pine Cemetery at Anzac, is the main Australian Memorial on Gallipoli, and one of four memorials to
men of the New Zealand Expeditionary Force. Designed by Sir John Burnet, the principal architect of the Gallipoli cemeteries, it is a thick tapering
pvlon 14.3 metres high on a square base 12 98 metres wide. It is constructed from limestone mined at [lgardere in Turkey.

The Memorial commemorates the 3268 Australians and 456 New Zealanders who have no known grave and the 960 Australians and 252 New
Zealanders who were buried at sea after evacuation through wounds or disease. The names of New Zealanders commemorated are inscribed on
stone panels mounted on the south and north sides of the pylon, while those of the Australians are listed on a long wall of panels in front of the pylon
and to either side. Names are arranged by unit and rank.

The Memorial stands over the centre of the Turkdish trenches and tunnels which were the scene of heavy fighting during the August offensive. Most
cemeteries on Gallipoli contain relatively few marked graves, and the majority of Australians killed on Gallipoli are commemorated here.

Diochy Farm New British Cemetery is located 7 lalometres north-east of Ieper town
centre on the Zonnebelkestraat, a road leading from the Zonnebeskseweg (N332)
connecting Ieper to Zonnebeke. Two roads connect Ieper town centre onto the
Zonnebeekseweg. The Torhoutstraat leads from the market square onto a small
roundabout. Take the first right turn which is Basculestraat. At the end of Basculestraat
there iz a crossroads and Zonnebeekseweg is the furning to the left. 7 kilometres along
the Zonnebeekseweg, in the village of Zonnebeke, lies the left hand turning onto the
Langemarlkstraat (further on this street name changes to Zonnebekestraat). The
cemetery lies 1.5 kilometres along this road on the left hand side.

Dochv Farm, which had become a German strong point, was taken by the 4th New
Zealand Brigade on 4 October 1917, in the Battle of Broodseinde. The cemetery was
made after the Armistice when isolated graves were brought in from the battlefields of
Boesinghe, 5t Julien, Frezenberg and Passchendaele. The cemetery now contains
1.439 burials and commemorations of the First World War. 958 of the burials are
unidentified but special memorials commemorate two casualties believed to be buried
among them The cemetery was designed bv Sir Reginald Blomfield.
